All prize winners in the children’s classes will receive a rosette.

Points are awarded in each class as follows 1st - 3 points, 2nd - 2 points and 3rd -1 point. These are then totalled and awarded accordingly.

All class winners will be considered for best in the section and best in Show.

Guidance for Entrants and Class Rules
The judges will be looking for produce in good condition, uniform in shape size and colour and free from pests and diseases.

Vases, pots, plates, bowls & trays to be supplied by exhibitors
Vegetables
Root veg: full length roots free from side shoots with 3 inches of foliage

Cabbage & cauliflower: to have 3 inches of stalk

Peas and beans: to have a short stalk

Sweetcorn: open at the top to show ¼ of the grain

Tomatoes: to have calyx left on

Flowers
Oasis is allowed. 

Fruit and Preserves
All fruit should have a stalk.

All preserves should be presented in clean, plain, straight-sided jars. Labels should be on straight and clearly marked with the type of preserve and the full date of making. 

Jam: jars filled to the top with either a wax disc & cellophane or an airtight lid.

Vinegar preserves: jars filled to ½inch or 12mm from top, and covered with an anti corrosion lid

Home Baking
Victoria sandwich: max size 8 inches (20cm). Filling raspberry jam or preserve only.

Can have dusting of caster sugar on top

Fruit cake and cake made with fresh fruit: max size 7 inches (18cm) or 1lb loaf tin

Crafts

Photographs: Max size 7 x 5 inches (18 x 13cm) Not digitally enhanced, mounted or titled.
